Gabriel and his friends were locking for a place to
play soccer. A missionary serving in his hemetown
openad her yard and offered to sponsor their
soccer team with one condition: every other week
the teamn studied the Bible with her.

The boys excitedly agreed. Through the Bible
studies, Gabriel leamed about God's great love
for him. He becarme a Christian through this
community outreach and answered a clear calling
to dedicate his life to ministry.

Mow, Gabriel is a director of a local ministry for
his country.

“The burdens of the people here resonated with
me. | knew | wanted to be part of their journey
toward hope and faith,” Gabriel said.

International Mission Board missionary Matt Clay
serves people groups in the Horn of Africa.
